Your participation is important in ensuring an 
accurate count and providing ongoing funding for 
senior services. Arizona receives nearly $24 million 
to provide critical programs and services to seniors. 
€is funding is based on population •gures and helps 
deliver direct services to seniors, such as congregate 
and home meals, support programs, and safety 
resources.

€e U.S. Census Bureau directs winter visitors to 
complete the form based on the location you spend 
most of your time.  If your time is split between two or 
more locations evenly, you should complete the form 
based on where you are on April 1, 2010.

How con!dential is the information I 
provide on the census form?

Completely con•dential. Guaranteed.

Personal census information is not shared with any 
other agency or organization. €ere are no exceptions. 
Census workers can go to jail for revealing census 
information.
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
